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It is your first day at your new school and you are feeling nervous.  At lunchtime you are surrounded by a group of students who call you names and laugh at your “stupid” haircut.
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You are told by a group of “friends” you can not sit with them any more because you are “different” (meaning either too fat, thin, studious, tall, have a different accent or whatever.  Decide this first).
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Almost every day at lunchtime a group of students finds you and physically hurts you until you give them your lunch money.  You are not sure what has provoked them.
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You give an invitation to your birthday party to a popular student at your school in front of his friends.  Encouraged by his friends, he tears up the invitation and throws it in the bin.
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You are at a party.  A group of your friends are drinking alcohol.  They ask you to join them but your religion does not allow you to drink alcohol.  They begin to tease you.
