How can we respect things? (Be careful not to break things at home and at school; if we need to borrow something, ask for it, saying “please” and if we get it say “thank you!”  That is respectful and both people are happy)	O

What should we not do? (Don’t just grab the things, or take them and not give them back or break or damage them - That is not respectful.  It makes the other person unhappy)	O

How can we respect other people? (Listen when they are talking, raise your hand if you need to speak, be polite, say nice things, not mean things. That is respectful and both people are happy)	 O





What people should we respect? (Other children and adults at home and at school, everyone)	O
